
PRACTICAL EXERCISE
By exploring how Generative AI can create personalized educational content, reflecting its transformative role in higher education, do the following:
1. Choose a Generative AI Tool.  Each group of 2 -3 students selects one tool depending on their focus:
· ChatGPT → for text-based content (lesson summaries, quizzes, essays).
· DALL·E → for visual learning aids (diagrams, concept illustrations).
· Synthesia → for short explainer videos.
2. Pick a Topic.  Each group chooses a subject relevant to their studies (e.g., biology, history, computer science).
3. Create Content (30 minutes)
· With ChatGPT: Generate a short lesson summary and 5 quiz questions.
· With DALL·E: Generate 2–3 images that illustrate key concepts (e.g., cell structure, historical events).
· With Synthesia: Produce a 2-minute explainer video introducing the topic.
4. Refine & Review (15 minutes)
· Check for accuracy (avoid hallucinations).
· Adjust content for clarity and student engagement.
· Ensure ethical use (cite sources, avoid bias).
5. Presentation (15 minutes): Each group presents their AI-generated material to the class, explaining:
· Why they chose that tool.
· How the AI supported personalization or creativity.
· Challenges faced (e.g., bias, hallucinations).
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
